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Start at Rutherglen Wine Experience
Cross the Murray Valley Hwy and turn right and walk along the path until you get to Hunter Street

Turn left into Hunter Street then right into Lord Street, continue walking until you reach Hopetoun Road.
Walk up Hopetoun Road until you get to the Wine bottle, make sure you turn around and enjoy the view of the mountains and
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vineyards
Continue on the path along Hopetoun Road, there is a great little playground if you are walking with children. Stop and have a rest!
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6. You have two options when you get to the roundabout on Barkly and Hopetoun Road

a) Take the third exit on the roundabout to Carlyle Road, walk about 1km to Battery Road and then take a short walk to the Rutherglen

Gold Battery
b) Take the first exit on the roundabout and continue your walk down High Street

7. Walk up High street and the next stop will be on your left hand side, however you will have to cross the road to view Mount Carmel

Convent.
8. Walk past St Mary’s Primary School and cross the street and continue walking down the footpath until you get to the Ready Water

Fountain.
9. Turn left onto Douglas Street, stroll past The Wallace Cairn and continue onto the Rutherglen Lions Park. This is a great picnic spot with

BBQ area, picnic tables and public toilets.
10. A great photo opportunity in front of our iconic sign ‘Sydney may have a nice harbour but Rutherglen has a great Port’
